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Is food the only 
acceptable 
Lenten 
sacrifice?  

My fourteen-year-old daughter is very thin.  She 
says the practice of giving up food during Lent is 
proof that she’s honoring God by not eating.  How 
can I convince her God doesn’t want her to starve 
herself?  And is there anything else she can do for 
Lent?                                         Rosa 
Dear Rosa, 
According to the Code of Canon Law, at age fourteen 
your daughter isn’t required to fast (eating only one full 
meal a day, no snacks); the Church requires this only of 
people aged eighteen through fifty-nine because people 
outside those age groups need more than one full meal 
a day to maintain good health (1252). 
She is, however, old enough to abstain from meat as 
required of Catholics aged fourteen and older.  But she 
should replace that meat with another source of protein 
like cheese or fish. 
Please tell your daughter the Lenten fast is about 
preparing our hearts to celebrate the joy of Easter.  
Fasting and abstinence are not about starving or losing 
weight; they’re about making room for God, deepening 
our relationship with Christ.  
And the word abstain isn’t limited to matters involving 
food.  Your daughter can abstain from watching 
television, using her cell phone except in emergencies, 
or using the computer for anything other than 
schoolwork.  Prayer and almsgiving (donating money 
and/or time to charity) are also part of our Lenten 
practice.  Anyone can safely do these things to achieve  
the same result: growing closer to God in preparation 
for Easter.

Nazareth feels familiar to us because we 
know from the Gospels that Jesus grew up there.  How big a 
deal was it in the first century?  Not very big.  Jesus’ 
hometown was small and ordinary.  The synagogue in Jesus’ 
town was small and ordinary too.  There is comfort in a 
place where we go often, a dependability.  Comfort and 
dependability are good.  Of course, an ordinary place might 
be a place for boredom too.  An ordinary place might  have a 
welcome routine, a familiarity that helps deeper insights 
grow.  But  routine can mean monotony—just going through 
the motions.  What might liven it up? 
       
Jesus threw his ordinary Nazareth congregation into a 
spirited discussion  by claiming that on that day something 
extraordinary was happening.  The Scriptures, the ones he 
just read, were fulfilled—right there.  Could they see it?  
The reaction of Jesus’ audience seems odd to us because we 
know the next chapters of the story.  We know who Jesus is. 
The people in Nazareth couldn’t see it.  We know this man.  
Isn’t that Joseph’s son up there?  Isn’t he just an ordinary 
guy from Nazareth?

La Presentación del 
Señor 

Aunque esta fiesta del 2 de 
febrero cae fuera del tiempo 
de Navidad, es una parte 
integrante y una chispa de 
fuego del relato de ésta. Es 
una epifanía del día 
cuadragésimo. Navidad, 
Epifanía, Presentación del 
Señor son tres paneles 
litúrgicos. 
 
La fiesta de la Presentación celebra una llegada y 
un encuentro; la llegada del anhelado Salvador, 
núcleo de la vida religiosa del pueblo, y la 
bienvenida concedida a Él por dos representantes 
dignos de la raza elegida, Simeón y Ana. Por su 
antigua edad, estos dos personajes simbolizan los 
siglos de espera y de anhelo ferviente de los 
hombres y mujeres devotos de la antigua alianza. 
En realidad, ellos representan la esperanza y el 
anhelo de la raza humana. 
 
Entre las iglesias orientales se conocía esta fiesta 
como "La fiesta del Encuentro" (en griego, 
Hypapante), nombre muy significativo y expresivo, 
que destaca un aspecto fundamental de la fiesta: 

El encuentro del Ungido de Dios con su pueblo. 
San Lucas narra el hecho en el capítulo 2 de su 
Evangelio. Los padres de Jesús llevaron a su hijo 
al templo cuarenta días después de su nacimiento 
para presentarlo al Señor y hacer una ofrenda por 
Él. 
Esta fiesta comenzó a ser conocida en Occidente, 
desde el siglo X, con el nombre de Purificación de 
la bienaventurada Virgen María. Fue incluida entre 
las fiestas de Nuestra Señora. Pero esto no era 
del todo correcto, ya que la Iglesia celebra en este 
día, esencialmente, un misterio de nuestro Señor. 
En el calendario romano, revisado en 1969, se 
cambió el nombre por el de "La Presentación del 
Señor". Esta es una indicación más verdadera de 
la naturaleza y del objeto de la fiesta. Sin 
embargo, ello no quiere decir que minimicemos el 
papel importantísimo de María en los 
acontecimientos que celebramos. Los misterios de 
Cristo y de su madre están estrechamente 
ligados, de manera que nos encontramos aquí 
con una especie de celebración dual, una fiesta 
de Cristo y de María. 
Así como María presentó a su Hijo, presentémosle 
al Señor nuestras vidas y con ella todas nuestras 
preocupaciones, para que por la intercesión de 
María sean conducidas por el camino de la 
verdad.
